Year One of Transition  

•(Incorporates current ExEd model AS IS)  

 

•PACE classrooms begin as traditional 4 hour program 

 

•During the second semester PACE begins to offer an afternoon session 

to 3-year olds (See Sample Schedule of two sessions)  

 

•Teaching Staff remains the same 

 

•Selection Process Expands services to 3, 4, and 5 year olds 

 

•Class sizes will range from 10-20 students per session  

depending on the amount of children with an IEP enrolled throughout 

the year.   

•Children and Families that need full day care can enroll in community 

ed preschool programs when available.

 All classrooms are on a 
two session schedule and 
have reserved spaces for 
inclusive placements.
