Tucson Unified School District is proposing a $180 million bond to ensure that all
children in the school district have the opportunity to attend schools that are
comfortable, safe and conducive to learning. This bond will support four key areas of
public education as shown in the Proposed Capital Improvements section and as
described below.

Descriptions of Proposed Capital Improvements
Security and Safety: Security and safety measures for schools such as access

control, cameras, safety improvements to playgrounds, fire alarms, public address
systems and secure fencing.

School Facility Maintenance: Many of the schools’ air conditioning systems, roofs
and mechanical systems have passed their useful life as determined through
assessments by the district and validated by outside professional review. This
portion of the bond replaces failing systems and completes critical maintenance
projects. These improvements will help to provide a positive learning environment for
students.

Student Transportation: This funding will replace buses, which are beyond their
useful life, to provide efficient, air-conditioned, safe transportation for students.

Learning Space Improvements and Technology: To prepare students for the 21st-
century, teaching methods are moving toward project-based collaboration with a
strong emphasis on college, career and technical education. This portion of the bond
provides for renovated classrooms, labs and common areas, including technology
infrastructure (power, wiring, etc.), to support student achievement.

Why is Tucson Unified proposing a bond?

Our schools are in need of repair and refurbishment. They range from over 100
years old to 7 years old with an average age of 47 years. Although we strive to
maintain these schools to high standards to serve our students, we have faced over
$100 million in cuts to State capital funds in the last 8 years and our last bond was
approved by voters 13 years ago. With State funding that is about 10% of what is
needed for capital improvements and among the lowest in the nation, it simply isn’t
possible to maintain our schools at the levels they should be to support the
education of our students. Maintenance has been deferred; key building systems are
in need of upgrades and replacements; old, inefficient systems drain money

from education; and the environment for our students and teachers can be
unacceptable.

How did Tucson Unified determine the amount needed for the bond?

This bond was recommended by a group of staff, parents and community members
that drafted the 2016 Facilities Master Plan. The group identified the levels of
funding needed and the projects that should be included depending on the bond
amount approved by the voters.

Will this bond support student achievement?

To prepare for this bond, a group of educators, a school planner and an architect
visited all of Tucson Unified’s schools and interviewed staff to determine
improvements necessary to support education in the 21st century. Their
assessments led to $45 million being proposed for Learning Space Improvements
and Technology. This is funding that will go directly into classrooms and other
spaces to support student achievement. Additionally, monies saved through
increased efficiencies and decreased maintenance costs of new or refurbished
building systems can help support our program to move more funding into
classrooms.

How does this bond support our community?

Parents want to live in areas with quality schools; thus, quality schools generally
improve property values. They are also a focal point of the neighborhood, open for
after-school activities for students, clubs, churches and neighborhood associations.
Students who graduate from effective schools become contributing members of the
community, enhancing our economic security.

Why is security and safety a separate line item in the proposed bond?

In our surveys of this community, it has been clear that safety of our students is a
key concern. So, we undertook an assessment of the security of our schools. That
assessment pointed to a need for improved access control, site monitoring, alarm
systems and ways to lock down schools in emergencies. The costs of these
improvements are enough to warrant their own line item.

How can the community be sure Tucson Unified will use the bond as
proposed?

By state law, Tucson Unified is required to allocate the bond money in accordance
with the Proposed Capital Improvements table in this Voter Information Pamphlet
and is required to conduct an annual public meeting to report on how bond proceeds
have been spent. For our 2004 bond, to ensure we met all legal requirements and
promises made to the voters, Tucson Unified established a committee of citizens to
oversee bond expenditures. This committee was key to the success of the 2004
bond. Members reviewed every project to recommend specific expenditures to the
Governing Board. For this bond, the Governing Board has directed the same level of
citizen oversight. In fact, some members from the 2004 Bond Oversight Committee
helped to draft this proposed bond.

How much will this cost taxpayers?

The bond is paid back by property taxes. The amount each homeowner or business
owner will pay depends on the assessed value of their property. Based on
assumptions noted in the schedule of outstanding bonds later in this pamphlet, it is
estimated that this bond will cost homeowners $3.13 per month for each $100,000 of
assessed valuation of their home, depending upon the assessed value of all
property within the District over the life of the bonds.

FINANCIAL INFORMATION

The Tucson Unified School District No. 1 ("District") is requesting a bond authorization of
$180,000,000. The District has a 2017/2018 constitutional debt limit of approximately
$1,029,432,513 and has approximately $148,185,000 aggregate principal amount of general
obligation debt outstanding.

ESTIMATED BOND ISSUE COST TO TAXPAYERS

If the November 7, 2017 bond election is successful, the District expects to sell bonds by means of
a phased bonding program conducted over the next seven years. The estimated cost of issuance
associated with each sale of bonds is approximately $75,000. The interest rate borne by the bonds
would be determined by market conditions that exist at the time of sale, but in no event would the
maximum interest rate on the bonds exceed 12% per annum. Repayment of both principal and
interest on the bonds would occur over a period of not to exceed 20 years from their issuance. The
estimated total cost of the proposed bond authorization, including principal and interest, is
$290,114,800.

The bonds will be repaid from a levy of ad valorem property tax on all taxable property within the

PROPOSITION NO. 458

Shall the Tucson Unified School District No. 1 of Pima County, Arizona, be allowed to issue and sell
general obligation bonds in the principal amount of not to exceed $180,000,000 to provide money
for the following purposes:

Constructing school buildings;

Renovating school buildings;

Purchasing pupil transportation vehicles;

Acquiring by purchase or lease school lots;

Improving school grounds, including adjacent ways thereto;

Supplying school buildings with furniture, equipment and technology;

Liquidating indebtedness incurred for the purposes set forth herein;

Providing all utilities and other capital items necessary for the renovation of school buildings

o Paying all legal, financial and other costs in connection with issuance of the bonds?

The bonds will bear interest at rates not exceeding 12% per year. Interest may be evidenced by
separate certificates and will be paid on January 1 and July 1 each year until the bonds mature.
The bonds, and any bonds issued to refund the District’s bonds, may be sold at prices that include
premiums not greater than permitted by law. The bonds may be refunded by the issuance of
refunding bonds of a weighted average maturity of less than 75% of the weighted average maturity
of the bonds being refunded. Bonds will be in the denominations of $5,000 each or in multiples of
$5,000 and will mature on the first day of July in years determined by the District's governing board.
The bonds shall mature over a period of not (i) less than 1 year (or a portion thereof) or (ii) more
than 20 years from the date of their issuance. The issuance of these bonds will result in an annual
levy of property taxes sufficient to pay the debt on the bonds.

The capital improvements that are proposed to be funded through this bond issuance are to exceed
the State standards and are in addition to monies provided by the State. Tucson Unified School
District is proposing to issue Class B general obligation bonds totaling $180,000,000 to fund capital
improvements over and above those funded by the State. Under the Students FIRST capital
funding system, Tucson Unified School District is entitled to State monies for new construction and
renovation of school buildings in accordance with State law.

In person voting: Individuals who are eligible to vote in this election and who wish to vote
an early ballot in person may vote at the Pima County Recorder’s Office at 240 N. Stone
Ave, Tucson 85701. In person voting begins on October 12, 2016 and continues through
5:00PM on Friday, November 4, 2016 at the Pima County Recorder's Office or other
designated Early Voting Satellites used for this election.

You must make
a written request specifically asking to be on the PEVL. If you choose to participate, you will
automatically receive an Early Ballot for every election that you are eligible to participate in
without the need to request an Early Ballot for each election.

Early Ballot Deadline: In order to be valid and counted, all Early Ballots must be received
by the Pima County Recorder by 7:00PM on Election Day. Early Ballots may also be turned
in on Election Day to any polling place or the Pima County Recorder’s Office. Prior to
Election Day, you may also turn in your Early Ballot at an Early Voting site. A listing of

Emergency Voting: Emergency voting is available on Monday, November 7, 2016, from
8:00AM to 5:00PM for any qualified elector prevented from voting at the polls as a result of
an emergency. Any emergency voter is a person who discovered after the close of early
voting that they will not be able to vote at their polling place for some reason. Emergency
voting is always available on the Monday prior to Election Day at the Pima County
Recorder’s Office and satellite locations, which are listed on Page 53. “Emergency” means
any unforeseen circumstance that would prevent the elector from voting at the polls.
Contact the Pima county Recorder’s Office for additional information Emergency Voting.
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IDENTIFICATION AT THE POLLS

Pursuant to A.R.S. §16-579, every qualified elector is required to show proof of identity at the
polling place before receiving a ballot. The elector shall announce his/her name and place of
residence or present the elector’'s name and resident in writing to the election official. The elector
shall present acceptable identification that:

1. Bears the name, address, and photograph of the elector (See List 1), or

2. Two different forms of identification that bear the name and address of the elector (See
List 2), or

3. One form of acceptable photo identification with one form of non-photo identification that
bears the name and address of the elector (See List 3)

A voter who does not provide one form of identification from LIST 1; two different forms of
identification from LIST 2; or a combination of identification from LIST 3 shall not be issued a
regular ballot, but shall receive a conditional provisional ballot. The voter will have until 5:00PM
on the fifth business day for a General Election that includes an election for a federal office
and will have until 5:00PM on the third business day after any other election to provide
sufficient identification to the County Recorder in order for their conditional provisional ballot to
count.

An identification is “valid” unless it can be determined on its face that it has expired. The name and
address must reasonably appear to be the same as on the precinct register.

List 1 - Acceptable forms of identification with photograph, name, and address of the elector:

e Valid Arizona driver license

e Valid Arizona non-operating identification license

e Tribal enrollment card or other form of tribal identification
